Lane Cove Swim Club’s Spring Meet. 
 
450 swimmers competed in the event in the newly refurbished outdoor 50m pool at the Lane Cove Aquatic

• Thomas Hollingsworth (Epping), who took out the men’s 200 IM, 100 Backstroke, 100 Butterfly, 
100 Breaststroke 

• Samantha Marshall (Cook and Phillip) who took out both the women’s 100m and 200m 
Breaststroke events 

• Nicole Mee (Uniswim), who took out the women’s 50 Butterfly, 100 Backstroke 

• Phil Butcher (Lane Cove), who took out the men’s 50 Butterfly 
 
Event organiser, Ron Aquilina, paid tribute to the volunteers who helped run the carnival. 
 
“With more than 2000 entries, it’s important that everyone works together to make sure things run 
smoothly – and they did!”
