17 year old John Took won gold in the 100 Backstroke.

The 17/18 mens 4x50 Medley relay team - John Took, Andrew Reis, Will Gilbert and Joshua
Chang - won silver.

Head Coach, John Thompson, was pleased with the way his swimmers performed.

"Virtually every swim was a personal best time and most improved their rankings too" he said.

It was the club's biggest ever team to a New South Wales championship meet.
